FIS CHILDREN COMPETITIONS  - STATUTE FOR ORGANIZING COUNTRIES 

Art.1 – NAME AND LOCATION

A Committee is established in Trento (Italy), Via Fogazzaro 4, in accordance with FIS  (International Ski Federation) provisions.

Art. 2 - PURPOSE

1. The Committee is apolitical and works on a breakeven basis.

As long as the Committee is in office no budget surplus and no funds, reserves or capitals will be distributed, even indirectly.

2. The Committee’s purpose is to take care of sporting activity in connection with winter sports, as well as of relationships with FIS, and the handling of issues concerning the use of technical equipment and any logistic problem connected with the competitions calendar.

3. The Committee is, moreover, characterized by a democratic structure, by elective and unpaid office appointments and by the services provided by its members.

It is obliged to avail itself mostly of voluntary, personal and free services by its members, except for travel expenses, which will be reimbursed to the President or whoever is from time to time entitled to such reimbursement.

4. The Committee unconditionally accepts all FIS statutory regulations and undertakes to abide by any disciplinary action that the competent FIS authorities may carry out against it, as well as by any decision that the Federal Authorities may take in all disputes of a technical and disciplinary nature, in relation to sports activity.

Art. 3 – DURATION

The Committee has an unlimited duration and will only be dissolved following a resolution of the Committee itself.

Art. 4 – ADMISSION

Admission to Committee membership is open to all representatives of the Organizing Committees of FIS CHILDREN competitions acknowledged by FIS after a payment of 100.00 Euro.

Art. 5 – MEMBERSHIP TERMINATION

1. Any representative will cease to be Committee member in the following cases:

· voluntary resignation

· expulsion, decided by the absolute majority of Committee members following actions that may compromise the good state of the association.
2. Expelled members cannot be readmitted.

Art. 6 – COMMITTEE BODIES

The Committee bodies are:

· the President

the Committee Council
Art. 7 – MEETINGS

All meetings are called by the President, every year, in the Country and on the date agreed upon by the Committee.

Art. 8 – DUTIES

The Committee’s duties are:

· to participate in the summoned meetings in order to submit to FIS any new regulation or clarification request on FIS CHILDREN competitions

· to draw the minutes of every meeting
· to approve the meetings’ minutes
· to discuss statistical reports on the past winter season
· to acknowledge any new FIS regulation concerning CHILDREN skiing competitions
· to decide competitions dates and locations for the next seasons
· to take expulsion measures
Art. 9 – THE PRESIDENT

The President heads and summons the Committee by appointment of the Committee itself.

Art. 10 – OTHER ISSUES

All other issues not expressly mentioned in the present statute will be ruled by FIS’s own statute and regulations.
