1 . Welcome by the Chair of the Organizing Committee of the Trofeo Topolino Sci
The vice president of CO Trofeo Topolino Sci, Marisa Ruatti (MR ) welcomes all members and guests to attend the meeting and wish all a good stay and a good work.

2 . Welcome by the Chair of the FIS Children Organizers Committee  
The chair  Mauro Detassis (MD) presents thr guests Jenny Shute (JS ) (FIS) and Reinhard Schmalzl (RS) (FISI) and introduce Stefano Cassi of the company Energiapura, technical sponsor of the Trofeo Topolino Sci, which presents the company and products for safety in skiing.
Energiapura has focused for some time in the implementation of protections to the racing .
Today 80 % of the athletes of the World Cup use the protections Energiapura .

New developments :
- Cut resistant fabric : used for underwear in disciplines where there may be contact with the edges of the skis ( snowboard , freestyle , etc.). . It is expected to be adopted by the FIS and the International Federations and the prototypes will be made available for use to the Federations - 2014.
- Fabric Width: is used for suits in DH - reduces the braking distance on snow in case of a fall .
- Back protection midsole
Stefano Cassi thanks for the attention and wish everyone a good job and  delivers  to every member a  Team Bag for sports teams .

MD thanks Stefano Cassi and Energiapura for the intervention and the tribute delivered.
He reads the list of participants and explains that Emmanuel Couder La Scara is in Soelden for the World Cup , as well as Janez Fléré of FIS , while representatives of Skiinterkriterium cannot participate due to financial problems .

MD greets everyone as Chairman of the ROC and announces that there had to be a representative of the Municipality of Trent to bring greetings from the Mayor but he had a problem with his mother who was admitted to the hospital.

RS,  on behalf of the FISI,  greets all the participants in the meeting . He's happy to have been invited because he can feel the problems and proposals of the organizing committees of the greatest FIS Children races in the world. He  would like to thank all the organizers for the work they do to spread the sport of skiing among young people. He wishes everyone good races for next season and in his capacity as President of the Youth Commission of Alpine Skiing in Italy , will try to send a representative to all races with the hope that they behave well.

JS greets all participants by the FIS like a member of both the FIS Medical Committee and FIS Alpine Subcommittee Youth & Children and then brings the greetings of the President Ken Read. Our ROC is greatly appreciated by the FIS for the work they do for the benefit of the sport of skiing in the young.

MD greets the representatives of Croatia (Zagreb Children FIS ), which for the first time participate in the meeting and announces that he have the adherence to our ROC of the Organizing Committee of the Campeonato Internacional Infantil Patagonian which is held alternately in Chile and in Argentina in September of each year.

3 . Approval of the minutes of the last meeting ( Whistler - CAN).
The minutes were approved unanimously.

4 . Report on the 2012-2013 winter season
Fabrizio Gennari (FG ) explains the statistics of participation in our races. Compared to last season there was a 28% increase in the participation of U14 (from 694 to 965 athletes ), while the U16 remaine virtually unchanged ( from 1102 to 1097 ) . The total number of participants in 2011-2012 was 1,796 while in 2012-2013 was of 2061 with an increase of 13 % . The number of nations participating in the various competitions has remained virtually unchanged .
Nigel Loring (NL) (CAN) asks if there is a comparison between the statistics of 10 years ago. FG replies that can be made and which will be sent to everyone.
JS asks why there was an increase of athletes U14 , replied Hans Peter Carlson ( HPC) (SWE) saying that one reason may be because some races such as the Ingemartrofen for the first year  introduced the U14 .

  
5 . Information from the meeting of the FIS Dubrovnik ( 06.06.2013 )
HPC has participated as vice president of the ROC . He reports that it was a great experience to attend the meeting and summarizes the points that interest us :
- The calendars of our races which will be discussed later ;
- A proposal in Lithuania asks  for the nations that do not have an organization of FIS Children, to  participate in more events of the expected number in the ICR in paragraph 608.4.1 . RS says he thinks the nations that do not organize FIS WHO could cooperate with each other to organize one .
- One problem is that there is a rule in the ICR that limits the number of races  that kids can do, but how can we ensure that athletes are not permitted to participate in more competitions ? JS says that Zurich has talked about this and the results that each CO must send PDF to FIS . Matiaz Hafner (MH ) (SLO ) says that the rule is only on paper because we do not have the ability to control. Jaume Rifà i  Giribert ( JRG ) (AND) says that this limitation is not suitable  because we organize competitions for boys and then we limit their participation. Small countries often have few athletes valid  to run in our races and these must also go to school as well as do races.
JS intervenes, saying that the rule was made because the guys do not have only races, but also theu have to  train and learn to ski. MD thinks that it is impossible for us to review the participants in the race ,  an alternative system should be found. NL says that this is not a rule but a recommendation and without contacts with other nations this is beyond our control.
MR reminds us that we invited the other CO to join our group but we had to call to get the participation that, for example , we get with  the CRO .
Sergio Taddei ( ST) (ITA) suggests to ask  the coaches to control the participation of their athletes in international competitions .
Reno Fleiss (RF) (CRO ) says that the limitation is only a problem for the great nations that have so many good athletes that can compete.
MH said that the rule was introduced for the great nations but impacts on small nations.

MD asks   to RS to explaine that in Italy we have control over athletes who are enrolled in international competitions ( he lists them ) . This is not a problem of the organizers of races, but the National Federations that have to control who sign up.
MD says that an important thing is that coaches are responsible and who enroll in the races only the best can do the race safely and then help the less able to grow capacity .
JS is why in Dubrovnik there was the proposal that small nations can do more races , in order to level up their athletes .
For RS a proposal to this problem could be brought to the meeting in Barcelona.
JRG asks to  record that we race organizers do not have the ability to control the athletes, this must be done by the National Federations who enroll athletes in competitions .
RS intervenes, saying that the responsibility of the investments can not be given to coaches who train the children to work and try to get them to compete in the most important competitions ;  the Federations must  control .

6 . Information from FIS meeting in Zurich ( 03/10/2013 )
FG refers to the important points for the categories Children who were treated at the meeting in Zurich. Regard to the calendars of our contests , it was confirmed the timetable for the 2013/2014 season and were presented the draft calendar of the 2014/2015 and 2015/2016 with the promise that they will be completed in our meeting of 26 October . FG pass the word to JS for an important communication .
JS thanks and explains that FIS is doing a great study for the investigation of injuries that may happen during the races.
What is lacking is information regarding U14 athletes injuries. In Zurich, was asked by Reno Fleiss (RF) (CRO) to collect data through our committees but the problem is that it takes the consent of the parents.
The FIS Medical Committee has prepared a standard form in order to provide this information. JS CO kindly asks that all of our group should send the data to her and thanks you in advance for all the information that we can send .
MH asks if you need the data on injuries in our competitions or across the nation .
JS responds that more data are available more possibilities  to investigate the problem .
FG continues with another point discussed in Zurich which concerned a proposal by the CAN to add the rule to the number of changes of direction in GS for U16 from 13% to 17% + / - 3 . Following the FIS Committee decided to change the rule in 13 % -18 % of the difference .
Another point of discussion was on the proposal presented ITA at our request, because the proportion of participants for each country in our competitions is calculated for the whole event and not per individual race , so that the nations leading up to twice the portion forming a team that specializes in slalom and one in giant .
MR recalls that at the meeting in Montecatini (2010) it was decided that each CO could choose whether to accommodate the entire fee or a reduced fee , this to reduce spending for the hospitality .
NL asks that all participants say what isthe system  for hospitality that used in their races ;

- Mickey Mouse ITA: 6 + 2 coaches athletes hosted
- Pinocchio ITA: 6 + 2 coaches athletes hosted
- FIS CUP NIS SRB : 10 athletes and coaches hosted 4
- WHO FIS Zagreb CRO : 6 + 2 coaches athletes hosted
- Ingemartrofen SWE : 6 + 2 coaches athletes hosted
- Whistler Cup CAN: 6 + 2 coaches athletes hosted
- Borrufa AND: 10 athletes and coaches hosted 4
- Pokal Loka SLO : 6 + 2 coaches athletes hosted

NL remember that at the meeting in Formigal ( SPA ) had been made a proposal to charge each athlete a participation fee of 20 € for the event to lower the costs , to date none of our CO adopts fees .
MD think that would be the case that AND and SRB adopt the reduced rate as the other races .
JRG explains that to be a problem AND have small teams as all teams endure much travel expenses and so it is better that they are fully hosted .
RF remember that once the rule was 14 athletes and 4 coaches, then moving to 10 athletes and 4 coaches then moving on to 6 athletes and 2 coaches .
MR noted that for Mickey is a problem because having so many participating nations would have a big expense for hospitality.
NL inquires about showing the request of Michael Huber to raise the Regulation to replace CHILDREN i with  U14/U16 .
JS responds that it is just a proposal that needs to be decided by the committee.
Other point: the results of the competitions and how to enter the results in the the FIS site. FG explains that he  also asked for clarification Janez Fleré who   replied that   the rankings of our races in PDF must be submitted as we have always done because, the idea of ​​giving athletes a WHO code FIS would like to say to charge the ' actually registered FIS athletes who may make a single international competition . Staff at the FIS will study a method for solving the problem.
HPC and NL agree that our CO need to send as fast as possible  the FIS site the rankings.
HPC resumes saying that with current technology , there should be no problem to enter the data in the database of the FIS .
RS agrees with the view that HPC is a false problem that lists FIS also because there are disciplines that do not pay to be on the lists FIS . That's why you should bypass the problem and will engage himself  in FIS to solve the problem.

7 . Financial statement 2013
MR presents this year's budget and expenses incurred for attendance at meetings FIS .
She also presents the share that each CO should pay . (AND, CAN, Pinocchio, Ingemartrofen pay shares )
- AND: it would be good that everyone regularly pays the fees at the meetings each year;
- SLO : needs an invoice or receipt for the amount that can be paid   as an expense for the event;
- SRB : the current organization is different from the previous organization. The former quotas will be reset and they will start with this year to pay their registration ;
- CAN   believes thatThe Scara and the Skiinterkriterium must respect the work of our Committee and therefore does not understand why without an explanation continue to postpone the payment of dues .
MR: both will be contacted for asking if they  really want to be part of our committee.

9 . Suggestions / Discussion Points

9.1 Facebook Page: HPC argues that it would be good to create a website of the ROC , or rather, a Facebook page where all the organizers can insert news or photos on their race. FG is in charge with his son Frederick to prepare the page and pass the info to everyone.

9.2 Vertical drop for U16 : HPC has brought this point because in recent years the difference in height of the GS for U16 were only an upper limit ( 250mt to 300mt races in 2 tests or for races in 1 trial) , and since last year has been put a minimum of 200 mt. and a maximum of 350 meters  and this represents a problem for the technical slopes with lower gradients ,see  the  GS slope of the Ingemartrofen (180 mt. ) . In his opinion,  rule should be revised because there is too much difference between the age of the athletes and the vertical drop of the race track , we should return to have a more flexible rule to be able to apply to all the various racetracks , a solution could be of not having a minimum difference in height .
HPC will send a proposal  to be shared by all , which could  be sent in FIS .

9.3 Sponsor : in the meeting last year in Whistler, FG  had been charged  to seek some sponsors for the Committee and for the races that are part of it . FG presents the company  SPM which already last year had contacts and tried to provide the CO of our races all the poles needed to perform races ; however, there were problems ( tight deadlines , agreements with other providers of the National Federations , etc.).
That's why Mr . Alessandro Galimberti Sales Manager and Mr. SPM . Schranz came to present to all of us their company and their products . SPM is willing to provide free poles necessary in order to prepareo all the race tracks of our events , as well as grant special prices to both our organizations as well  to ski clubs connected to our events if they wish to buy poles or other material.
SPM can provide race bibs , towels for GS , networks, inflatable curtains etc. .

At the end of the presentation  FG asks to all the organizers the availability to take advantage of this sponsorship and the answer is :
SRB ok
CRO ok - must notify the referees
SWE ok
ITA - Pinocchio ok
ITA - Mickey Mouse ok
AND ok
SLO ok
CAN ok

FG also write to FRA , ARG and CZE to even get from them the ok, thanks Galimberti and SPM for the availability of this sponsorship .

9.4 Other Organizing Committees - New Entered : As mentioned in Whistler were sent invitation letter to the CO of the other races in the FIS calendar . We invited the CO of the races in the past 5 years have always played ,   with CO , solid, with experience and with a story behind it .
For now, we have obtained the participation of Children FIS Zagreb ( CRO) and Campeonato Internacional Infantil Patagonia (ARG / CHI) , but we hope to have the support of other CO .
